The BMC Centennial Award is earned as an indvidual. Once each segment of the award has been earned, you may wear 
that segment as you work toward earning the complete set. The BMC Centennial Award program will run from 
Septemeber 1, 2009 through December 31, 2010.  
 

Five Segment Areas 

 Anniversary Celebration—Particiapte in a 100th Anniversary Celebration activity such as Scout Sunday or an 
Annivesary Camporee.  

 Service—Participate in the annual council Scouting for Food drive or another centennial service project. 

 Outdoor Adventure—Attend the National Scout Jamboree, participate in Cub Scout Day Camp or Cub Scout 
Resident Camp, Boy Scout Summer Camp or a high adventure superactivity .  

 Money Earning—Hold a Friends of Scouting campaign in your unit or participate in a council-sponsored unit 
money earning activity. 

 Training—are you a registered Scout leader? Become 100% trained and receive this special segment.

 Conduct a special 100th Anniversary Scout Sunday or Sabbath Service (February 7th or 14th)  

 Clean up 100 bags of litter from around your community 

 Hold a 100th Annivesrary Blue & Gold banquet or Court of Honor Celebration 

 Increase your roundtable attendance by 100% 

 Plant 100 Trees 

 Invite 100 kids to join Scouting 

 Learn about the history of Scouting 

 Take a historical tour of your community and find all the things that are 100 years old 

 Make posters celebrating the 100th annivesrary and display them in your church, school or community 

 Attend the Annivesary Camporee in your area 

 Boy Scouts/Venturing Scouts—Do a “Century” Bike Ride (100 miles or kilometers) 

 Cub Scouts—Earn 100 arrow points as a pack  

 Boy Scouts –Earn 100 merit badges as a troop 

 Participate in the “Shining Light Across America” national webcast during the national Jamboree 

 Learn old Scouting skills 

 Research what games were played at Brownsea island and learn to play them 

 Nominate 10 people for the National Hall of Leadership (visit www.scouting.org/100years/100yearsg for more

 Perform 100 hours of community service
