Learn about the insects that can 
be found in our area.

Learn about the birds 

that can be found in 
our area.  What are 
bird flyways?  Learn 
about the types of 

foods that they eat 
and make a bird 

feeder.  Take a walk 
around thru the gardens to the ponds and 
out to "Camp Duck" to quietly observe the 
birds living here and how their ecosystem 
fits into our world.
